(Trail Junkie - Cont. from page three)
farmlands, wetlands and forest area with wooded
mountainsides visible along the horizon as it meanders through
parts of the Talladega National Forest. 

I only got to ride 14
miles of the trail on my visit but
found it to be an enjoyable
experience. The day was very
hot with temperatures reaching
into the mid 90’s. As long as I
kept riding, I felt a comfortable
cooling breeze. The minute I
stopped the bike to take a

picture, the midday heat hit me like a blast furnace. I began to
sweat, even in the shady areas. One of the nice features of the
trail is the upright distance markers located along the trail to
indicate every ½ mile and ½ kilometer. They made it really easy
to judge my mileage as I forgot to bring my Cateye with me. 

The other thing I found enjoyable was the dense pine
smell that permeated the air. Much of the trail section I rode
upon was lined with either Loblolly or Virginia Pines. I’m not sure
which they were but they certainly were fragrant. It was a nice
clean smell that added enjoyment to my ride. I wish I could
have spent more time riding the trail but time was limited on this
trip. If another trip to Alabama is in the offering for me I will
certainly plan for a longer ride exploring the entire length of the
Chief Ladiga Trail.

Firecracker Ride:  Bob and Darlene are hosting their annual fire-
cracker ride on July 5th at the Newburgh Dam Overlook park.  
This has been a favorite of mine for years.  The route has a lot in 
common with the Castle routes and then there’s always that 
wonderful vertical ascent up to the parking lot at the finish!  Also, 
I’ve never left this ride the least bit hungry.  So mark your calen-
dars and don’t miss this one! 

Route Maps:  The short and long Henderson routes have been 
added to the web site, along with the cue sheet for the Ride to 
New Albany.  If you are planning to ride a route for the first time, 
or ride a century, be sure to check the web site beforehand so 
you can print yourself a cue sheet.  For the routes on the 
bikely.com web site, you can click on the route on the EBC site, 
then click Show and Cue Sheet.  I’m working on getting all the 
routes mapped first, then my next project is to try to get all the 
routes to fit into a small booklet that you could carry in your 
pack. 

Ride with Tour d’Eville:  On July 26th, we will join the Tour d’Eville 
for a morning ride at the Hornville Tavern at 9:00am.  Riders 
should plan on leaving on time, not early, as that is their tradition.  
Slower riders (such as myself) should be able to find people 
who ride at about the same pace. 

Get out there and ride — any distance at any speed.  Just be 
sure to enjoy yourself along the way.
